1. Sealed offers are invited by the Director , NEERI, Nagpur–440020 from  manufacturers for following categories of items  (1) Laboratory Chemicals (2) Laboratory Glasswares (3) Laboratory Plasticwares (4) Lab Filter Papers (5) Biosystems & other consumables and non consumable items in price list upto Rs. 1 lakh each on  Rate Contract basis valid till  31/03/2011

2. Offers should be submitted to  the Director, NEERI, Nagpur, the Offers should be submitted alongwith printed price list of manufacturers.

3. Period of validity of Price List should be till 31/03/2011.

     Terms of delivery: 

4. The rates quoted should be FOR Destination, NEERI, inclusive of packing / forwarding charges, taxes, duties freight & Insurance i.e. free delivery at NEERI, Nagpur premises otherwise your offer will not be considered. Where there is no mention of packing, forwarding, freight, insurance charges, taxes etc. such offers shall be  rejected as incomplete . 
5. Payment : Payment will be made on receipt of material in good working conditions within 30 days after certification by user as per P.O. terms & conditions. Advance payment shall not be given. No other payment term will be acceptable to this institute. Payment will be made directly to the supplier by crossed Cheques by NEERI Account Section.

6. The manufacturer should quote make/brand / mark/Cat.No. and full details of the material without leaving any scope for ambiguity. 

7. Post tender changes in quoted specifications and amount are not permissible. No request for correcting typographical error will be considered after opening of tenders. 

8.    Copies of the following may be enclosed alongwith the quotation:

a. Sales Tax registration No.

b. Central Sales Tax Registration No./VAT

c. PAN No.

d. Manufacturer certificate of registration.

e. Authorised Indian Agent /Authorised Distributor/Authorised Dealership certificate.

9. This Institute reserves the right to conclude more than one Rate Contract for the same item during Rate Contract period.

10.  This Institute as well as the supplier may withdraw the rate contract by serving  minimum 30 days notice .

11. This institute has the option to renegotiate the price with the R.C holders.

12. In case of emergency, this Institute may purchase the same item through adhoc contract with a new supplier.

13. Conditional tenders shall not be accepted.

14. Tenders received after the specified time and date of opening will be treated as “Late” while tenders received after the last date specified for receipt of tender but before the date of opening of the tender are treated “Delayed”. Such tender shall not be opened at all and be returned to the bidders in their original envelope without opening.

15. Penalty clause: Penalty @1% per week or part thereof.  If the supplier fails to deliver any or all of the goods or to performs the services within the period specified in the purchase order, the purchaser shall, without prejudice to its other remedies under the contract, deduct from the contract price/bill as penalty, a sum 1%  percentage of the delivered price of the delayed goods or unperformed services or contract value for each weeks or part there-of of delay until actual delivery up to a maximum  deduction of 10%. Once the maximum is reached purchaser may consider termination of the contract pursuant to clause on Terminator for Default. 

16. All corrections and alterations made in the Price List and other correspondence   must be duly countersigned by the authorised signatory, without which quotation shall not be considered. 

17. Supplier shall ensure that all the products supplied to NEERI shall be of original  Make.

18.  Purchase Order for supply of required item will be placed with the Authorised Dealers/manufacturer  on Manufacturer’s Price List by availing the discount offered by manufacturer/Authorised Dealer and special/additional discount if any. 

19. Termination for Default:

19.1 The Purchaser may, without prejudice to any other remedy for breach of contract, by written notice of default sent to the Supplier, terminate the Contract in whole or part.

19.2 If the Supplier fails to deliver any or all of the Goods within the period(s) specified in the contract, or within any extension thereof granted by the Purchaser ; or

19.3 If the supplier fails to perform any other obligation(s) under the Contract.

20. Fall Clause : If the Rate Contract holder reduces its price or sells or even offers to sell the rate contracted goods following  conditions of sale similar to those of the rate contract, at a price lower than the rate contract price, to any person or organization during the currency of the rate contract, the rate contract price will be automatically reduced with effect from that date for all the subsequent suppliers under  the rate contract and rate contract amended accordingly.
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21. Parallel Rate Contract for the same item(s) can be placed at any time during the period of rate contract with different suppliers.  

22. Delivery period: Within 30 days of receipt of P.O. .

23.  Force majeure clause.

23.1 For purposes of this Clause, “Force Majeure” means an event or situation beyond the control of the Supplier that is not foreseeable, is unavoidable, and its origin is not due to negligence or lack of care on the part of the Supplier.  Such events may include, but not be limited to, acts of the Purchaser in its sovereign capacity, wars or revolutions, fires, floods, epidemics, quarantine restrictions, and freight embargoes.

23.2 If a Force Majeure situation arises, the Supplier shall promptly notify the Purchaser in writing of such conditions and the cause thereof within 21 days of its occurrence.  Unless otherwise directed by the Purchaser in writing, the Supplier shall continue to perform its obligations under the Contract as far as is reasonably practical, and shall seek all reasonable alternative means for performance not prevented by the Force Majeure event.

23.3 If the performance in whole or in part or any obligations under the contract is prevented or delayed by any reason of force majeure for a period exceeding 60 days, either party may at its option terminate the contract without any financial repercussions on either side.

23.4 Tampered / Broken /old stock packing of the items should not be supplied by the firm to NEERI.

24. Goods supplied at NEERI, will have to be replaced free of cost by the tenderer if it is not in accordance with the required quality/ specification and quantity approved or is not compatible  or usable as per our requirement.

25. For any Rate Contracted items, if the manufacturer has any free gift scheme, the same shall have to be passed on to NEERI, without any cost.

26. Purchase Order copy should be returned to NEERI within 15 days from the date of issue duly signed & stamped as  acceptance of order.

27. The tenders/offers which do not meet the basic requirements are to be treated unresponsive and ignored.  Following are some of the important point for which a tender may be declared as  unresponsive  and to be ignored

. i) Bid unsigned and undated.

 ii) Bid validity is shorter than the required period.

 iii) Goods quoted are sub standard.
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 iv)  Tenderer has not agreed to some essential conditions incorporated in the tender enquiry.

28. Settlement of Dispute:

 i)  The purchaser and the supplier shall make every effort to resolve amicably by direct informal negotiation any disagreement or dispute arising between them under or in connection with the contract.

 ii)   If, after twenty-one (21) days, the parties have failed to resolve their dispute or difference by such mutual consultation, then either the Purchaser or the Supplier may give notice to the other party of its intention to commence arbitration, as hereinafter provided, as to the matter in dispute, and no arbitration in respect of this matter may be commenced unless such notice is given.  Any dispute or difference in respect of which a notice of intention to commence arbitration has been given in accordance with this Clause shall be finally settled by arbitration.  Arbitration may be commenced prior to or after delivery of the Goods under the Contract.

 iii)  The dispute settlement mechanism/arbitration proceedings shall be concluded as under:

 iv) In case of Dispute or difference arising between the Purchaser and a domestic supplier relating to any matter arising out of or connected with this agreement, such disputes or difference shall be settled in accordance with the Indian Arbitration & Conciliation Act, 1996, the rules there under any any statutory  modifications or re-enactments thereof shall apply to the arbitration proceedings.      

The dispute shall be referred to the Director General, Council of Scientific & Industrial Research and if he is unable of unwilling to act, to the sole arbitration of some other person appointed by him willing to act as such Arbitrator.  The award of the arbitrator so appointed shall be final, conclusive and binding on all parties to this order.

 v) Notwithstanding any reference to arbitration herein,

vi.) The parties shall continue to perform their respective obligations under the Contract unless they otherwise agree; and

vii.)  The purchaser shall pay the Supplier any monies due the supplier.

29. Renewal of Rate Contract: If felt necessary NEERI, may extend R.C period for not more than 3 months subject to acceptance of existing Rate Contract with same terms & conditions & rates.  Rate Contract of the firms, who do not agree to such extension shall be left out. If prices are lower than existing Rate Contract, then supplier has to supply at a lower rates applicable at that time. 
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30. Please  mention  maximum  discount on the Price List as applicable to Government  Research  Institutes.  Discount  must  be  indicated  in  words  as well as in figures. The  price list should be  valid  upto  31st March, 2011 and  sent along with your  offer.  Otherwise  your  offer  will  not  be  considered.  Price  list  must be stamped and  signed with date by the tenderer.

31. The tenderer  must  arrange  for  immediate  free  replacement in case any discrepancy with  regard  to  quality/quantity  of  the  material supplied by them under this rate  contract.

32. NEERI, Nagpur is exempted from payment of Central Excise Duty/Custom Duty at a concessional rate is leviable, and required certificates shall be provided by NEERI for availing exemption/concession 

33. The price quoted shall remain fixed during the contract period and shall not vary on any account.

34. NEERI   will  not  issue any  “C” , ”D”  or  any   other form of Sales Tax Certificate  of concession in taxes. 

35.The manufacturer may supply directly or through efficient supply chain of local dealers and in such cases may indicate names and addresses of their local authorized dealers in Nagpur and at our Zonal Labs. situated at Hyderabad, Mumbai, Chennai, Delhi and Kolkata .
36. The venue of the arbitration shall be at Nagpur.

37. The Director, NEERI reserves the right to accept or reject any offer in part or in full without assigning any reason/s thereof.

38. Tenders which do not fulfil any or all of the above conditions or incomplete in any  respect, are liable for rejection.

39. The tenderer will have to confirm in writing in their offer that all the terms and conditions mentioned above are acceptable to them.
